ORDINANCES – 1ST Reading


Denise Dondiego, Borough Clerk read the title of Ordinance #1605 as follows:

Ordinance #1605 - AN ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR 2008


Motion by Councilman Lau, seconded by Councilman Higgins to approve the first reading of Ordinance #1605 as follows:

BOROUGH OF RIVER EDGE

ORDINANCE #1605

AN ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR 2008


WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget to 2.5% unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of River Edge in the County of Bergen finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY2008 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council hereby determines that a 3.5% increase in the budget for said year, amounting to $346,527.69 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and 


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of River Edge, in the County of Bergen, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body affirmatively concurring that, in the CY2008 budget year, the final appropriations of the Borough of River Edge shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14, be increase by 3.5% amounting to $346,527.69 and that the CY2008 municipal budget for the borough of River Edge be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and


BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years; and


BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced by filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days on introduction; and


BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.

In addition to the salaries set forth herein, Police Officers of the Borough of River Edge covered under the Collective Bargaining Agreement with the River Edge Superior Officers Association, for the years January l, 2007 through December 3l, 2009 shall be entitled to those benefits as specified in the Collective Bargaining Agreement with the SOA, for the years January l, 2007 through December 3l, 2009.

Any difference in terms between the above Agreement and Ordinance, the Agreement will be deemed dispositive.


Section 4.  The salaries, wages or compensation of all officers and employees shall be paid in twenty-four (24) installments, or upon presentation of duly executed vouchers as required by law.


Section 5.  This ordinance shall take effect as of January 1, 2008 when passed and published as required by law.

CLOSE HEARING OF THE PUBLIC -


There being no comments by the public, motion by Councilman Smith, seconded by Councilman Higgins to close hearing of the public.


ROLL CALL VOTE:  Councilman Smith, Councilman Lau and Councilman Higgins voted yes, Councilwoman Walker, Councilman Felice and Councilwoman Fletcher were absent.

COUNCIL COMMENTS –
Councilman Lau-thanked everyone for coming and stated that the Council does understand the concerns with regard to bringing more children into the school system and assured everyone that they will work hard to find the solution.

Councilman Higgins-congratulated those who were appointed this evening and thanked them for volunteering their time.  He addressed the concerns of Peter Cohen and explained that they are trying to increase ratables in town in an effort to reduce taxes.  He spoke briefly about the reasons why a transit village would be appealing to people and also explained that the reality is that the school’s would have to deal with the added population.  He added that the Mayor and Council have looked at several studies to try to attract empty nester’s or single people and professionals who are interested in the convenience of having the train so close to their homes.  He stated that they will work hard to strike the right balance with the redevelopment and do what’s best for River Edge.
Councilman Smith-he thanked the new appointees for their service to the community.  He explained that if you look back historically, the town population was higher in the 1970’s than it is now and feels that this will always be an issue.  He also explained the challenge in trying to keep to a 2 ½% to 3 ½% budget cap when mediators from the State negotiate with our unions and approving 4% salary increases.  Councilman Smith agreed with Councilman Higgins about the importance of bringing in ratables which will bring in additional tax revenue.  He explained the new recycling schedule because many residents are confused.  He also informed everyone that the new website will be up and running this week and encouraged everyone to take advantage of it because it has new and updated information for residents to take advantage of.
Mayor Watkins-thanked everyone for coming this evening and also thanked those who were appointed this evening.  She too stated that the population was higher years ago and is thankful that our community considers the very best for their children.  The Mayor has received complaints about the new recycling schedule and is looking forward to the new and updated information that will be on the website this week.  She hoped everyone had a wonderful Valentine’s Day and is thankful for living in this wonderful community.
