#09-324 Resolution Amending Ordinance #1659 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND REVISING CHAPTER 416 (ZONING) ARTICLE VIII (CONDITIONAL USES; PLANNED RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS) OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF RIVER EDGE BY CREATING AND PERMITTING AS A CONDITIONAL USE AND ESTABLISHING THE STANDARDS FOR AGE RESTRICTED MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DWELLINGS IN THE R-1 DISTRICT AT BLOCK 1005, LOTS 6.01 THROUGH 12 AND BLOCK 1302, LOTS 1, 2 AND 3
WHEREAS, on June 1, 2009, the Governing Body of the Borough of River Edge introduced Ordinance No. 1659 entitled “An Ordinance amending and revising Chapter 416 (Zoning) Article VIII (Conditional Uses; Planned Residential Developments) of the Code of the Borough Of River Edge by creating and permitting as a conditional use and establishing the standards for age restricted multi-family residential dwellings in the R-1 District at Block 804 Lots 15 through 25; Block 1005, Lots 1 through 12 and Block 1302, Lots 1, 2 and 3"; and
