AMENDED SITE PLAN APPLICATION

2011-02 Ace International Trading, LLC, Fresh N More Farmers Market, 91 Route 4, Block 1415/Lot 1.01

Thomas Barrett, Esq., for the applicant, submits the proofs of mailing and publication and Mr. Dagistanli, a principal of the applicant is sworn.

Mr. Mehrman advises the Board of his recommendation that the application been deemed complete and accepted.

The present application grows out of the Board’s earlier approval of the food handler’s license application.  Sales under the applicant’s earlier business model have been disappointing so the applicant now seeks to expand the product line.  No exterior changes are proposed.

The new business model and the interior changes being requested will mean the sale of ready-made foods, more dairy products and more sophisticated food products, as a specialty food store.  Installation of a kitchen is now contemplated.  Additionally, the applicant proposes 36 to 45 chairs with dining tables.  A floor plan drawing, dated March 31, 2011 and revised November 3, 2011, is marked as A-1.  Even with this new interior configuration and seating, the applicant testified that there will still be sufficient parking at the site.   

Neil Doornheim makes a motion to close the Board portion; Robert Nyman seconds.  Neil Doornheim moves to open to the public; Mayor Watkins seconds.  No member of the public came forward.

2011 -09 SITE PLAN APPLICATION – Sanducci’s Take-Out Pizza MCO Realty LLC. (formerly Yolato Yogurt) 620 Kinderkamack Road, Block 617/Lot 17

The Board Attorney confirms the served and published notices which serve as a basis for the Board’s jurisdiction over this application.  

Joseph Coletti is the attorney for the applicant; he introduces Anthony DeMiglio, the restaurant operator, who resides at 730 Cypress Street, Milford, NJ, and Gary Gourski, a principal of the building owner, who resides at 1441 Park Avenue, Emerson, NJ.  

Mr. Mehrman confirmed that the application is complete.

The Board and Mr. Mehrman express concern about Mr. Mehrman’s review letter since it appears that many of the requirements of the prior resolution have not been complied with.  The applicant confirms that there was compliance with the fire lane on the site plan but there are no stripes for no parking.  This line of questioning continued, with the applicant explaining why it has not complied with the conditions shown in Mr. Mehrman’s review letter.  The hour grew late before all of the Mehrman letter conditions had been addressed.  

A public announcement was made that the application will be carried to the next public meeting of the Board, on December 15, 2011.
