         (b) For lots with a width of less than sixty (60) feet in width, the combined side yards shall be not less than twelve (12) feet and the smaller side yard shall not be less than five (5) feet.

        In no case shall the open space between the building and a building on an adjoining property be less than twelve (12) feet.

WHEREAS, regionalized provision of such services is a concept specifically endorsed by the aforementioned statutory scheme; and
WHEREAS, the Borough of River Edge is a municipality located in Bergen County and a body politic of the State of New Jersey authorized by law to enter into an agreement with another municipality to provide jointly for any lawful service to and for the residents of the respective municipalities pursuant to the provisions of the "INTERLOCAL SERVICE ACT" (N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq.); and
WHEREAS, the Borough of River Edge has participated in this service entitled "FIRE DISPATCH SERVICES" which contract automatically renews for an additional two(2) year term unless written notice of termination is delivered by either party to the other on or before October l5th of the year preceding the year of renewal; and

Subject 3.  Overtime/Compensatory Time Off in Lieu – Dispatchers

Policy

In order to meet the demands of work, dispatchers may be required to work in excess of the hours of work designated as the normal workweek for their class or title within their Department.  Overtime is defined as time worked by any dispatcher in excess of his/her regular work day or workweek.  The normal work week shall consist of forty (40) hours or five (5) eight (8) hour days.  The normal workweek shall be from 12:01 a.m. Sunday through 12:00 p.m. Saturday.  Any additional work performed beyond the terms set forth herein shall be considered overtime and shall be compensated in accordance with the language forthcoming.  All paid leave time (including, but not limited to sick, vacation and personal) shall not count as hours worked for overtime purposes in accordance with the Fair Labor Standards Act.

Procedure

A. A dispatcher working in excess of eight (8) hours in any day or in excess of forty (40) hours in any given week, only for actual hours worked, shall be compensated at the rate of time and one-half (1 ½) his normal salary for all additional time worked. (A dispatcher’s regular work day or current regular workweek shall be utilized for the purpose of determining overtime payments.)  Dispatchers shall not work more than sixteen (16) hours in any given work day (except in emergency circumstances as determined by the Chief of Police).  The Borough agrees that it will give reasonable prior notification of any scheduled overtime, exclusive of emergency situations.

B. Part-time dispatchers shall be compensated for overtime at the rate of time and one-half (1 ½) times their hourly rate when they work more than forty (40) hours in a given work week.

C. Overtime shall be distributed as equitably as possible among the dispatchers capable of performing the work to be completed.  Dispatchers may be required to work a reasonable amount of overtime.  When necessary, overtime will be scheduled and authorized by the Department Head or his designee, within the budgeted allowance.  All authorized overtime must be recorded on weekly time sheets.
