CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER –

Mayor Watkins called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the Borough Hall.

Denise Dondiego, Borough Clerk read the title of Ordinance #1671 as follows:

Ordinance #1671 - AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 114 “ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES/ARTICLE II, LICENSES”OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF RIVER EDGE

BOROUGH OF RIVER EDGE

ORDINANCE #1671

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 114 “ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES/ARTICLE II, LICENSES”OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF RIVER EDGE


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE Mayor and Council of the Borough of River Edge, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey, that Chapter 114 “Alcoholic Beverages/Article II, Licenses” of the Code of the Borough of River Edge be and hereby is amended as follows:


Section I:
Section 114-10 is deleted in its entirety

Section II:
Section 114-11(A) “Hours” is hereby amended as 



follows:                                           

Add Section 114-11(A)(3): The provisions §114-11(A)(2) shall not apply to restaurants and other eating establishments holding plenary retail consumption liquor licenses and meeting either of the following criteria:

a.   The establishment, through annual reports filed by it with the Police Department of the Borough and sworn to by an officer, partner or proprietor, as applicable, certifies that 25% or less of the gross revenue for the preceding calendar year was generated through the sale of alcoholic beverages, or

b.   The area or areas in which food and nonalcoholic beverages are served are in a room or rooms separate from any bar, bars or other areas where alcoholic beverages are dispensed or stored, or such bar, bars or other areas where alcoholic beverages are dispensed or stored are secured in such manner as to prohibit access to entrances, exits, restrooms, kitchen and other facilities for the preparation and service of food without entering an area or room where alcoholic beverages are stored in an unsecured manner; and all rooms or facilities for the storing or dispensing of alcoholic beverages are secured so as to prohibit access to said alcoholic beverages after the hours of sale permitted by this article and until the permitted opening hour.  

Section III:All ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed as to such inconsistencies only.


Section IV:
If any provision of this ordinance is found to be invalid, for any reason, by the final judgment of a Court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of such portions shall not effect the remaining provisions of this ordinance, which shall be severable therefrom.



Section V:
This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the Borough of River Edge, in the County of Bergen, State of New Jersey, as follows:
Section 1.  Section 4 of Ordinance No. 1656 entitled:

“BOND ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE MAKING OF VARIOUS PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS AND THE ACQUISITION OF NEW ADDITIONAL OR REPLACEMENT EQUIPMENT AND MACHINERY, NEW COMMUNICATION AND SIGNAL SYSTEMS EQUIPMENT, NEW INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY EQUIPMENT AND NEW AUTOMOTIVE VEHICLES, INCLUDING ORIGINAL APPARATUS AND EQUIPMENT, IN, BY AND FOR THE BOROUGH OF RIVER EDGE, IN THE COUNTY OF BERGEN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, TO APPROPRIATE THE SUM OF $1,611,000 TO PAY THE COST THEREOF, TO MAKE A DOWN PAYMENT, TO AUTHORIZE THE ISSUANCE OF BONDS TO FINANCE SUCH APPROPRIATION AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE ISSUANCE OF BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES IN ANTICIPATION OF THE ISSUANCE OF SUCH BONDS”

adopted by the Borough Council of the Borough of River Edge, in the County of Bergen, New Jersey (the “Borough”) on June 1, 2009 (the “Prior Ordinance”) is hereby amended to (A)(i) increase the appropriation and estimated cost in Section 4.A. from $51,900 to $60,300 (an increase of $8,400); (ii) increase the down payment appropriated in Section 4.A. from $2,500 to $2,900 (an increase of $400); and (iii) increase the bonds and notes authorized in Section 4.A. from $49,400 to $57,400 (an increase of $8,000); (B)(i) decrease the appropriation and estimated cost in Section 4.B. from $103,400 to $95,000 (a decrease of $8,400); (ii) decrease the down payment appropriated in Section 4.B. from $5,000 to $4,600 (a decrease of $400); and (iii) decrease the bonds and notes authorized in Section 4.B. from $98,400 to $90,400 (a decrease of $8,000); (C)(i) increase the appropriation and estimated cost in Section 4.H. from $9,100 to $19,100 (an increase of $10,000); (ii) increase the down payment appropriated in Section 4.H. from $500 to $1,000 (an increase of $500); and (iii) increase the bonds and notes authorized in Section 4.H. from $8,600 to $18,100 (an increase of $9,500); and (D)(i) increase the aggregate appropriation and estimated cost for Section 4 from $1,611,000 to $1,621,000 (an increase of $10,000); (ii) increase the aggregate down payment appropriated for Section 4 from $81,000 to $81,500 (an increase of $500); and (iii) increase the aggregate amount of bonds and notes authorized in Section 4 from $1,530,000 to $1,539,500 (an increase of $9,500); and shall hereafter read as follows:
“Section 4.  The several purposes hereby authorized for the financing of which said obligations are to be issued are set forth in the following "Schedule of Improvements, Purposes and Amounts" which schedule also shows (l) the amount of the appropriation and the estimated cost of each such purpose, and (2) the amount of each sum which is to be provided by the down payment hereinafter appropriated to finance such purposes, and (3) the estimated maximum amount of bonds and notes to be issued for each such purpose, and (4) the period of usefulness of each such purpose, according to its reasonable life, computed from the date of said bonds:

Section 2.  Section 5 of the Prior Ordinance is hereby amended to increase the estimated amount of statutorily permitted expenses included in the amount appropriated from $69,100 to $79,100 (an increase of $10,000), and shall hereafter read as follows:
“Section 5.  The cost of such purposes, as hereinbefore stated, includes the aggregate amount of $79,100 which is estimated to be necessary to finance the cost of such purposes, including architect's fees, accounting, engineering and inspection costs, legal expenses and other expenses, including interest on such obligations to the extent permitted by Section 20 of the Local Bond Law.”
Section 3.  Section 6 of the Prior Ordinance is hereby amended to increase the down payment appropriated from $81,000 to $81,500 (an increase of $500), and shall hereafter read as follows:
“Section 6.  It is hereby determined and stated that moneys exceeding $81,500, appropriated for down payments on capital improvements or for the capital improvement fund in budgets heretofore adopted for said Borough, are now available to finance said purposes.  The sum of $81,500 is hereby appropriated from such moneys to the payment of the cost of said purposes.”
Section 4.  Section 7 of the Prior Ordinance is hereby amended to increase the amount of bonds authorized from $1,530,000 to $1,539,500 (an increase of $9,500), and shall hereafter read as follows:“Section 7.  To finance said purposes, bonds of said Borough of an aggregate principal amount not exceeding $1,539,500 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law. Said bonds shall bear interest at a rate per annum as may be hereafter determined within the limitations prescribed by law.  All matters with respect to said bonds not determined by this ordinance shall be determined by resolutions to be hereafter adopted.”
Section 5.  Section 8 of the Prior Ordinance is hereby amended to increase the amount of bond anticipation notes authorized from $1,530,000 to $1,539,500 (an increase of $9,500), and shall hereafter read as follows:
“Section 8.  To finance said purposes, bond anticipation notes of said Borough of an aggregate principal amount not exceeding $1,539,500 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the Local Bond Law in anticipation of the issuance of said bonds.  In the event that bonds are issued pursuant to this ordinance, the aggregate amount of notes hereby authorized to be issued shall be reduced by an amount equal to the principal amount of the bonds so issued.  If the aggregate amount of outstanding bonds and notes issued pursuant to this ordinance shall at any time exceed the sum first mentioned in this section, the moneys raised by the issuance of said bonds shall, to not less than the amount of such excess, be applied to the payment of such notes then outstanding.”
Section 6.  Section 11 of the Prior Ordinance is hereby amended to increase the amount of gross debt of the Borough shown on the Supplemental Debt Statement filed for the ordinance, as amended, from $1,530,000 to $1,539,500 (an increase of $9,500), and shall hereafter read as follows:
“Section 11.  It is hereby determined and stated that the Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly made and filed in the office of the Borough Clerk of said Borough, and that such statement so filed shows that the gross debt of said Borough, as defined in Section 43 of the Local Bond Law, is increased by this ordinance by $1,539,500 and that the issuance of the bonds and notes authorized by this ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.”
Section 7.  The capital budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this amendatory bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith and the resolutions promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the Director, Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Borough Clerk and is available for public inspection.
Section 8.  This ordinance shall take effect twenty days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council of the Borough of River Edge finds that there is a need in the Borough for housing opportunities at an affordable cost for senior citizens; and


WHEREAS, there exists in the Borough’s Residential Zone (R-1) a number of lots particularly suited for this purpose, namely Lots 1, 2 and 3 in Block 1005 and Lots 15 through 25 in Block 804 as these lots possess a configuration unique among R-1 Lots in that they lie on a County Road, Kinderkamack Road and have exceptional depths running west to the NJ Transit line, making them among the largest lots in the Borough’s Residential Zone; and


WHEREAS, these Lots are situated in proximity to  mass transportation, including commuter trains and busses necessary for senior citizens; and


WHEREAS, these Lots are within walking distance of  scores of facilities and offices offering a variety of medical services necessary to senior citizens; and


WHEREAS, these Lots lie within walking distance of the Borough’s proposed Downtown Redevelopment Area which will include recreation, entertainment, shopping and commercial areas of importance to senior citizens; and


WHEREAS, the particular configuration and size of these Lots allows for development providing adequate light, air and open space


NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF RIVER EDGE AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION  I  Multi-Family residential dwellings shall be a permitted conditional use in Lots 1, 2 and 3 of Block 1005 and Lots 15 through 25 in Block 804, provided that the proposed use complies with the conditions and standards contained herein and upon issuance of an authorization therefore from the appropriate approving authority.

SECTION II Procedure   Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-1 et seq., the Planning Board may grant conditional uses as herein permitted. Application for a conditional use site plan shall be made in accordance with procedures set forth Chapter 350, and the Planning Board shall act on the application in accordance with said procedures. In reviewing an application for any conditional use as herein provided, the Board may impose such conditions and safeguards as it deems appropriate with respect to, among other matters, the minimizing of traffic congestion by appropriate arrangements of entrances and exits to assure public safety. Requirements for conditional uses shall take precedence over any regulations for the zone in which said use is located. Said conditional use requirements shall be as follows.


A. USE   Any Multi-Family residence proposed under this section shall be limited to senior citizen occupancy which means that occupancy must be by families or individuals one or more of whom is fifty-five (55) years of age or older.  In addition to occupancy by at least one senior citizen, no individual younger than nineteen (19) years of age shall be permitted to permanently reside in the unit.


B. BULK REQUIREMENTS

1. Minimum lot area - 80,000 square feet

2. Maximum density - 1 unit for each 1,750 square feet

3.  Minimum lot frontage along a county or municipal road - 250 feet 

4. Minimum front yard / County Roads - 60 feet

5. Minimum setbacks from other abutting property lines: 35 feet 

6. Maximum building coverage: 25% of total site area

7. Maximum total impervious coverage: 60% of total site area

      C. BUILDING REQUIREMENTS
        1. Maximum building height:

a) Fronting on a County  Road: 3-stories and no more than

35 feet above grade at the front foundation line. In addition a decorative parapet or other architectural details can be used provided they do not exceed an additional 5 feet above the roof line.

b) Inside Development 5 stories or 60 feet above grade along the rear foundation line. In addition a decorative parapet or other architectural details can be used provided they do not exceed an additional 5 feet above the roof line.

        2. Maximum building length along a County Road: Not to exceed 80% of frontage width.

        3. Extensions into the required setbacks from buildings to streets and external lines shall be permitted as follows:

1.  By eaves with an overhang of not more than two feet.

         B) By rainwater leaders, window sills, chimneys and              

other such fixtures

                      c) By bay windows not more than twelve feet wide and for a depth not to  exceed two feet


  d) By an open porch or steps leading into the building, which shall not have any sidewall or other enclosure and may have a fixed roof, canopy or other covering, limited to the dimensions of said porch.

D. COMMON OPEN SPACE IMPLEMENTATION REQUIREMENTS


A. A minimum of 20% of the development shall be active or passive open space.


B. Buffer areas, wetlands and easements shall be eligible as open space as required by this section.


C. Active open space may be improved with facilities, buildings and structures for indoor and outdoor recreational activities consistent with the residential character of the development and the lifestyle needs of the residents therein.


D All active open space shall be connected to residential areas with walkways or other reasonable means of access.

E. OFF STREET PARKING

     There shall be a minimum of two (2) off street parking spaces provided for each dwelling unit, including garages, parking decks under residential buildings and surface parking lots. The Planning Board shall approve the location of proposed off street parking spaces in accordance with Chapter 350 of the Borough Code.

F. CIRCULATION 
 All public streets, internal roadways and private driveways shall be in accordance with the requirements of the New Jersey Residential Site Improvement Standards.

G. BUFFERING


The approving authority shall have the power to require buffer zones and landscaping. Buffer zone requirements contained in Code Section 416-59 are hereby made applicable to this particular conditional use. The approving authority shall also be guided by Code Section 350-32 with regard to landscaping requirements. 


The approving authority shall review the proposed development and the standards and purposes for buffers considering the location of buildings, parking areas, outdoor illumination and topographic features of the area and existing features of natural vegetation; the efficiency, adequacy and safety of the proposed layout of driveways, streets, sidewalks and pedestrian walkways; the adequacy and location of existing green areas and buffer zones; the adequacy and location of screening and parking areas; structures and uses; and similar features.

H. DEVELOPMENT SUBJECT TO APPLICABLE  BOROUGH  ORDINANCES
Any development in the Senior Citizen Housing Conditional Use District shall be subject to all applicable ordinances of the Borough of River Edge. Where there is any conflict between the provisions of this section and the provisions of the Site Plan Ordinance and/or the Land Subdivision Ordinance, the provision of this section shall prevail.

I. LOW AND MODERATE INCOME HOUSING REQUIREMENTS

Any development under this Section shall be subject to the Rules and Regulations of the New Jersey Council on Affordable Housing. The developer shall provide, on site, a number of affordable units equal to the number of such units as may become required under COAH rules and regulations as a result of the development.

J. SIGNS     

      One sign shall be permitted at an entrance identifying the development. The sign may have a maximum of two faces, neither face shall exceed twenty-five (25) square feet.  

SECTION III This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication in accordance with applicable law.

OPEN HEARING OF PUBLIC –Ordinance #1659 


Motion by Councilwoman Fletcher, seconded by Councilman Smith to open hearing of the public.

ROLL CALL VOTE:  Councilman Smith, Councilwoman Rush, Councilman Higgins, Councilwoman Walker, Councilman Cannon and Councilwoman Fletcher voted yes.

Albert Garcia-100 Elizabeth Street-stated that he is very disappointed that the Council did not make changes in the height restriction when amending this ordinance.  He feels that the Council is favoring a developer and not looking at what’s best for the town.  Mr. Garcia handed out articles on legislation that was passed by the Governor explaining that there is a large inventory of age restricted housing and as a result have allowed developers to remove the age restricted clause in the zoning.  He is concerned that this will happen on the property in question.  He wants to poll the Council to see who supports this ordinance and why.  He also asked why no one was notified within 100 yards of this property regarding the ordinance amendment that was passed.
Mayor Watkins-stated that the ordinance has not been passed yet.  The Council did pass a resolution allowing for a revision to this ordinance.

Albert Garcia-stated that he feels there should be two more readings of this ordinance because of this change.

Bill Lindsley, Esq.-stated that he does not agree with Mr. Garcia because this is not a significant zoning change that would require re-introduction.
Kathleen Jones-65 Elizabeth Street-stated her concerns about wild animals running all over her property once they start disturbing dirt and asked what will be done to prevent this.
Mayor Watkins-stated that she doesn’t know what will be done.

Bill Lindsley-explained that this ordinance is only creating a condition use and things such as animals, rabid or otherwise would be a Health Department concern.  This concern should be raised by the Planning Board at the time if and when there is a site plan presented.

Mrs. Mitchell-210 Kinderkamack Road​-stated that not only are there skunks and rabbits but there are quite a few deer around also.

Joseph Dorman-35 Sherwood Court-asked how many units are planned in the development.

Mayor Watkins-explained that there is no plan yet.

Rosemary Panzitta- 44 Elizabeth Street-asked where everyone is going to park.

Bill Lindsley-again stated that it would be up to the Planning Board to establish on site parking in connection with a site plan application.
Rosemary Panzitta-commented that there is not enough parking on Elizabeth Street now and expressed her concerns about an increase in population.

Bill Lindsley-explained that there are state residential site improvement standards which must be met to have sufficient parking per unit which the Planning Board would impose on the developer if or when there is a site plan.
Albert Garcia-is concerned that there will be more fatal train track accidents if we increase the population in that area. He also asked for an update on the idling of trains.

Mayor Watkins-stated that they have contacted New Jersey Transit but haven’t received a response.  The Mayor stated that New Jersey Transit is responsible for safety in that area and she again stated that because there has been no plan submitted, it’s hard to say what safety measures will be taken.
Kevin Connors-259 Adams Avenue​-stated that there are idling laws in the State of New Jersey which allows idling for no more than five minutes.  He suggested the Borough reach out to Teaneck because he thinks they’ve had similar train idling problems.

Mayor Watkins-asked the Council to respond to Mr. Garcia’s request as to how they will be voting on Ordinance #1659.

Bill Lindsley-explained that it is not proper to ask any legislator why he or she is voting for or against legislation but a Council person can voluntarily make a statement on the record.
Lillian Zito-85 Elizabeth Street-stated that she is totally opposed to this ordinance and explained her concerns.

Susan Nester-84 Elizabeth Street-voiced her concerns about possible parking problems if a complex is put in.

Mayor Watkins-again stated that there is no way of knowing what is going to happen until someone proposes a plan for that property.  

Bill Lindsley-again stated that a site plan will address all parking for residents, visitors, guests and others.  He further stated that if and when a site plan is submitted, everyone within 200 feet of the property will get notice on the hearing before the Planning Board.  He explained that at that time, everyone will be able to comment on any questions or concerns.

Kevin Connors-259 Adams Avenue-suggested that the Council add a condition to the ordinance for three parking spaces to alleviate any potential parking issues on Elizabeth and Kinderkamack.  He further stated that Mr. Garcia made reference to a law that was passed with regard to overturning age restrictions.
Bill Lindsey-explained that there was a law signed by the Governor in July, that allowed anyone with a pre-existing approval for an age restrictive development to go back to where they received the approval and ask to have the age restriction lifted.  He further stated that you had to have your final approval by July 2, 2009 in order to qualify under that law. 
Kevin Connors-feels that by allowing age restricted housing the town is discriminating against everyone else.

Bill Lindsley-explained that the Supreme Court has decided that age restricted housing is not discriminatory.

Kevin Connors-stated that he feels that low income families have the right to go in there whether they are 55 or 25.

Bill Lindsley-replied no they don’t, 55 is the age limit no matter what your income is.  He further stated that it is built into the ordinance that for every four units there will be one affordable housing unit.
Albert Garcia-stated that he knows the law and is very disappointed that the Mayor and Council are treating this ordinance as if no one will be building anything there.  He further stated that Stone River, a developer of age restricted housing is the owner of the property and by re-zoning this property, the Mayor and Council are giving them clearance to build a five story complex.

Mayor Watkins-stated that she appreciates Mr. Garcia’s comments and she is not passing it off as that.  The Mayor explained that Stone River had presented a plan several years ago and never followed through with it.

Albert Garcia-stated that if no one has submitted any plans for this property, why pass this ordinance.

Mayor Watkins – asked Bill Lindsley to explain again about the builders remedy.

Bill Lindsey-explained that River Edge has an affordable housing obligation to provide somewhere between 60 and 90 units.  He continued by saying that we don’t have to provide them on our own but if a builder comes in with plans to build a dense development on this site and the Council doesn’t approve the plan, the developer can go to court and get a builders remedy.  They would advise the court that we have not met our COAH obligation and they could pretty much build whatever they want. If that was the case there could be 90 to 100 affordable units put in there.  He further stated that by building a development on this site, we wouldn’t have the COAH liability anywhere else because there are no other large sites that would be subject to litigation by a potential developer.  This would take away the potential of something monstrous being built there in which the town would have no control over and this way we can control what goes in there.
Pat Brunje-9 June Court​-asked why this property is being re-zoned.

Bill Lindsley-replied, to allow it to be developed because it’s been vacant for so many years.  He also explained that there have been a few developers who have submitted proposals for different types of developments but no one followed through.
Pat Brunje-asked who has the authority to re-zone the area.

Mayor Watkins-replied, the Council.

Bill Lindsley-explained that this would allow a conditional use and would not change the current R-l zoning.

Rosemary Panzitta-stated that there is nothing else in River Edge that’s five stories high and asked how this qualifies in fitting into a residential area.
Bill Lindsley-explained that its only five stories in the rear because of the topography of the land.

Rosemary Panzitta-stated that she is concerned that River Edge will start to look like Hackensack with the high rise apartments.

Bill Lindsley-again stated that because they haven’t received any plans yet, it hard to determine what it’s going to look like.

Rosemary Panzitta-asked why the height limit can’t be three stories.  She’s concerned that if we allow five stories, they’ll go to the Planning or Zoning Boards and request to go even higher than that.

Albert Garcia-asked why the residential homes on Kinderkamack Road are included as part of the ordinance.

Bill Lindsley-replied that the lots all fit the same characteristics as far as locale and topography.  As he has explained before, these homes will not be affected because they are still an R-1 zone and this ordinance allows a conditional use within that zone.

Albert Garcia-feels strongly that this ordinance is just a way for the Council to give a developer the license to build a huge five story apartment complex.
Kevin Connors-asked if anyone has requested an artists rendering of what could possibly be the worst case scenario as far as the height and how it would compare to the homes that are already there?

Bill Lindsley-stated that he does not have nor did he ask for a rendering but he did get some idea while speaking with the engineers and planners when writing the ordinance.

Kevin Connors-asked who the engineers and planners represent.

Bill Lindsley-replied, the Borough.

Mayor Watkins​-stated that if you were to go down to Center Avenue and look up it would give you a good idea of how it might look.

Carlos Perez-100 Elizabeth Street​-presented a picture of a plan that was previously submitted for that property showing balcony’s facing the homes on Elizabeth Street.  He feels that no one has a good enough reason why a five story building should be allowed in this area.  He further stated that the only reason the other homes were included in the ordinance was because they’re not allowed to spot zone.
CLOSE HEARING OF PUBLIC – Ordinance #1659


Motion by Councilwoman Fletcher, seconded by Councilman Cannon to close hearing of the public.


ROLL CALL VOTE:  Councilman Smith, Councilwoman Rush, Councilman Higgins, Councilwoman Walker, Councilman Cannon and Councilwoman Fletcher voted yes.

Mayor Watkins asked the Council for any comments before she asked for a motion for the adoption of this ordinance.

Councilman Higgins-commented that several weeks ago when this issue was first discussed he was asked by Mr. Garcia and other residents to reconsider his position on the change in the zoning regulation.  Councilman Higgins explained that the property has been vacant for fifteen years and even though developers have presented plans in the past, they have been withdrawn for one reason or another.  He feels that there is a need to do something with that property.  He also feels that many senior citizens who have roots in this community cannot maintain or afford their homes and this would allow them to move into an apartment type unit and still have the amenities close by.  He understands the residents concerns but assured them that the Planning Board will have to uphold the rules and regulations of this ordinance.  Even though developers want to get the most profit from a project, they still will have to abide by our regulations.  Councilman Higgins also assured the residents that once a site plan is presented to the Planning Board all residents within 200 feet will be notified and at that time they will have the opportunity to express their concerns to the board.  He understands that many residents will not agree with his decision but he is confident that this ordinance is in the best interest of the town and should be approved.

COUNCIL COMMENTS –
Councilman Smith-is confident that by passing Ordinance #1659 it is a better solution for the town and the residents on Elizabeth Street.  He further stated that if they had not passed this ordinance, it would give any developer the right to come in and do whatever they want without any control by the Council.  He is also confident that if and when a site plan is presented to the Planning Board they will make sure all requirements are met.  He understands that many residents are not happy with their decision but feels that the alternative would have been much worse.
Councilwoman Rush-agrees with Councilman Smith and Councilman Higgins comments on Ordinance #1659 and feels that it’s in the best interest of River Edge.  Councilwoman Rush congratulated the new members of the Fire Department and wished all those who are heading back to school a very happy and successful year.

Councilman Higgins-also congratulated the new members of the Fire Department and also asked everyone to be more aware when driving now that school is open.  He stated that he will speak with Chief Cariddi with regard to the idling of buses to see if there is something that can be done as far as a Police presence.  Councilman Higgins thanked everyone for coming up and expressing their opinions and though he understands many aren’t happen with the decision, he too is confident that once a site plan gets to the Planning Board, they will be very rigorous in terms of protecting the people of River Edge rather than a developer.
Councilwoman Walker-also congratulated the new members of the Fire Department and is happy to see that more women and second and third are joining as well.  Councilwoman Walker thanked the Police Department for their presence at Cherry Hill School and looks forward to their continued support in making the community feel safe.  She thanked everyone for coming up and understands that the unknown makes many residents nervous but she is also confident that the Planning Board will due diligence on any project that comes before them.
Councilman Cannon-echoed the sentiments of the other Council members and explained that what the Council is trying to do is create the opportunity for something to be built there.  He does understand the residents cause for concern because of the unknown but feels that if the Council didn’t have control over the property, residents would be more up in arms if a developer came in and did whatever they wanted.  Councilman Cannon feels that this is the best decision for the town.
Councilwoman Fletcher-also congratulated those who were appointed to the Fire Department and thanked them for the many hours of commitment that they give to the community.  She thanked the senior members of the department for giving their time to train the newcomers.  She welcomed Val Duran for joining the Green Team and thanked Bobbi McDonnell for holding the place for the Recreation Commission. Councilwoman Fletcher thanked the Council for supporting a resolution designating “Dottie’s Corner” because Dottie was not only a crossing guard for the children, she caught lost homework that fell out of binders, kept mittens that fell in the morning on her car for collection in the afternoon.  Safety for the children was her priority and she was a great asset to the community who will be sorely missed.  After reviewing our audit, Councilwoman Fletcher informed everyone that year after year our auditors provide “no recommendations” which is the result of our CFO’s hard work and attention to detail.  She is delighted to see many Community Development Block Grants this year and is also happy that the Borough has re-joined the Joint Insurance Fund.  Councilwoman Fletcher explained that the Governing Body works hard to make sure we are part of an insurance pool which is a shared service that saves us a lot of money.
Mayor Watkins-thanked everyone for coming up this evening and voicing their concerns and assured everyone that they try very hard to do what is right for the town.  The Mayor congratulated the new firefighters and thanked them for volunteering in our community.  She also reminded everyone to stay away from any nocturnal animals that seem aggressive during daytime hours.  The Mayor recommended that people call the Police so that they in turn can reach out to animal control.  The Mayor also reminded everyone to be mindful of children when driving through town now that school is open.
