   Section IV:     This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final                       passage and publication as required by law.

Section 7:  The compensation for Prosecutors who shall serve in the absence of the Municipal Prosecutor, shall be paid whenever required, on a varying scale of ZERO to EIGHTY-FIVE dollars ($0 to $85.00) per hour, upon presentation of duly executed voucher as required by law.


Section 8:  In addition to the salaries set forth herein, non-contractual employees of the Borough of River Edge covered under this ordinance shall be entitled to those benefits as specified in the Personnel Policy and Procedure Manual adopted by Resolution #83-58, dated March 7, l983 as amended.


Any difference in terms between the above Manual and Ordinance, the Manual will be deemed dispositive.

Section 9:  In addition to the salaries set forth herein, the Borough Administrator of the Borough of River Edge covered under this ordinance shall be entitled to those benefits as specified in his contract as adopted by Resolution #90-70, dated May 7, l990, and Ordinance #l348, adopted September 4, 2001.


Section 10: In addition to the salaries set forth herein, Library employees of the Borough of River Edge covered under this ordinance shall be entitled to those benefits as specified in the River Edge Free Public Library personnel policy.

Any difference in terms between the above policy and ordinance, the policy will be deemed dispositive.

Section 11: The salaries, wages or compensation of all officers and employees shall be paid in twenty-four (24) installments, or upon presentation of duly executed vouchers as required by law.

Section I:   Section 206-2 is hereby amended to read as follows:

(I) For the demolition or removal a building or structure: $200 for a structure of less than 5,000 square feet in area and less than 30 feet in height, for one- or two-family residences (Use Groups R-3 and R-5 of the building subcode) and $325 for other use groups.
(m) For asbestos removal: per N.J.A.C. 5:23-8.9. 

(n) For lead abatement: per N.J.A.C. 5:23-4.20.

OPEN HEARING OF THE PUBLIC –

Motion by Councilwoman Fletcher, seconded by Councilman Smith to open hearing of the public.


ROLL CALL VOTE:  Councilman Smith, Councilwoman Rush, Councilman Higgins, Councilwoman Walker, Councilman Cannon and Councilwoman Fletcher voted yes.

Mary Kay McHugh-494 The Fenway-asked why the library salary range was listed on the ordinance because the Library Board hasn’t met yet to discuss it.

Alan Negreann-stated that it has been our past practice to list the salaries since the Borough provides the payroll service for the Library.  He further stated that if the Library had their own payroll service there would be no need to authorize an amount of money to run through our payroll.  Since we do provide that service for the Library, in order for us to have the authority to pay those salaries and take the deductions, its been past practice to include the salaries in the salary ordinance and salary resolution.  Alan continued by saying that the ordinance was introduced tonight and he had sent the Library Director a memo indicating that they were going to do this and asked him if he would like the Library employees included at this time.  He did not get back to him indicating whether they should be taken off or still included.

Annette Farelli-stated that the Library Board was scheduled to meet tonight but didn’t because of the snow and she would like to have the part-time employees get step increases like the rest of the employees of the Borough.

Alan Negreann-explained that the ordinance can be amended or the salary range can be modified by another ordinance.

Mary Kay McHugh -asked for an explanation of what this ordinance is actually saying and how binding is it to the Library salaries that are listed.

Alan Negreann-explained that the ordinance establishes a minimum and maximum range of pay.

Mary Kay McHugh -asked if it would also include longevity.

Alan Negreann-replied yes, it would include any other benefits that would be paid to employees of the Borough.

Mary Kay McHugh -asked if there was going to be an amendment, would it be discussed with the Library Director at another meeting.

Alan Negreann-explained that the Mayor and Council and the Library Board have always met and discussed the salaries of the Library employees and that meeting has not taken place yet.

Raymond Stitz-210 Mohawk Drive-made reference to resolution #09-111 and asked where exactly this property is that they are trying to purchase.  He further stated that with eroding property values, what makes this property worth $435,000 and why would they buy it now with every municipality in the state is having financial difficulty.
Mayor Watkins​-explained that the church owns the property and the Council decided to try and purchase this property which is 80 feet wide by 435 feet deep.  She further stated that the Council has decided to go out for a Green Acres grant to purchase this property and put a passive park there.  The Mayor is not in agreement with this purchase.  The Mayor continued by saying that this is the property that the school board had gone to referendum on a few years ago but was defeated. The school board, down the road, may be interested in part of this property for parking or another use.  The Mayor explained that the Council plans to purchase this property entirely with grant funds and as of now, they have received $300,000 from the County and are hoping to receive the balance from Green Acres.  She continued by saying that if they do not receive the grant money from Green Acres, they will revisit the idea of purchasing it.

Raymond Stitz-stated that once you accept Green Acres funds, anyone can use that park.  He asked if some day the Board of Education would like to use part of that property for expansion, is it a fact that another piece of property would have to be given back to Green Acres to replace it.  

Bill Lindsley-replied, that’s true, it would have to be transfer of open space equal to what you’re giving up.

Raymond Stitz-asked if the trade off would have to be property that is not currently Green Acres property.  He continued by saying that hypothetically, if they gave back the playing field at Cherry Hill School as square acreage, anyone from the United States could come and use it if it is Green Acres. 
Mayor Watkins-explained that the Council does not plan to use any of the tax payers money to purchase the property if Green Acres doesn’t come through.  The Mayor continued by saying that the upkeep, policing and improvement of the property will fall on the Borough.  The Mayor informed everyone that they will be meeting with representatives from Green Acres to address many of the questions.
Jim Leon-728 Summit Avenue-was concerned about Mr. Stitz’s comment about land for land and stated that if that is the case, that was never made clear to the Board of Education.  He further stated that the Board of Education wrote a letter of support for the pocket park and their understanding was that if they ever needed part of that land, it was never recoverable to the Board of Education since it would be utilizing Green Acres funding.  Mr. Leon continued by saying that subsequently, members of the Council told the Board of Education that it would fit under a very narrow set of exclusions to be able to be utilized for educational type purposes.  He stated that it was never made clear to the Board of Education that in order to take that step that they would be required to give up inch for inch. 

Mayor Watkins-asked Councilwoman Walker to comment.

Councilwoman Walker-explained that she has worked on this project from the beginning and that piece of property has been up for sale for over 2 ½ years with very little interest because of its size.  She continued by saying the multi-family dwellings would not be the best use of that land and the only other people who showed any interest were other pastors that had congregations in that church.  The idea is to purchase this piece of property and make it a passive park for the residents at the south end of town to enjoy.  Councilwoman Walker further explained that they’ve applied to Green Acres and to Bergen County Open Space and the acquisition would be of no cost to the Borough.  The development of the park would then fall under open space and they could apply for Open Space money next year to passively develop it.  She continued by saying that the Superintendent’s attorney and our Green Acres representative had said that there are circumstances that can be petitioned to Green Acres.  She continued by saying that if there is no where else to expand your school, you would be able to petition to them but you would have to pay them back.  You would also have to pay back the Bergen County Open Space and that would apply to any piece of property that they’ve used open space money for.  The Borough has used Bergen County Open Space money for all of our parks and it would be the same situation if you use Green Acres.  She continued by stating that we are pretty much fully developed and Green Acres does not require inch for inch and is sure that they would not be telling the school board to find property because its not a feasible solution.  She stated that the Board of Education’s attorney told the Superintendent that that’s not how it would happen at their meeting and Councilwoman Walker is sure that Mrs. Steinbauer was confident that it wouldn’t be an issue after speaking with the representative.

Jim Leon-stated that she’s absolutely right in terms of paying back and the presumption that the Board of Education is operating under right now is that in some fashion they would have to pay dollars.  He again made reference to Mr. Stitz’s remark about land for land and asked for clarification.

Bill Lindsley-stated that in most cases it is, there may be some circumstances……………
Councilwoman Walker-stated that there is a circumstance in their rules that she will bring to Mr. Lindsley’s attention that does not say inch for inch.

Jim Leon-stated that he would appreciate it if she would research that and looks forward to a response back to the Board of Education for further clarification.

Raymond Stitz-stated that he hopes that it is true in what their saying regarding Green Acres because he knows of another instances in Cliffside Park where they had to give up another piece of property when Green Acres money was involved.  He asked them to thoroughly think about their decision.

Joseph Dunsay-151 Concord Drive-stated his concerns with Ordinance #1643 and lowering the building height from 32 to 30 feet.  He feels that he could affect roof pitch and drainage.

CLOSE HEARING OF THE PUBLIC -


Motion by Councilwoman Walker, seconded by Councilman Smith to close hearing of the public.


ROLL CALL VOTE:  Councilman Smith, Councilwoman Rush, Councilman Higgins, Councilwoman Walker, Councilman Cannon and Councilwoman Fletcher voted yes.

COUNCIL COMMENTS –
Councilman Smith-stated that River Edge has been very fortunate that our residents approved funding for Open Space and we’ve received over one million dollars over the last ten years for several projects that we would have otherwise not been able to do.  Councilman Smith commended the DPW for their work in keeping the town clean during this years snow storms and hopes that the residents appreciate it also.  He spoke with John Lynch to find out what the plowing procedure is and was told that the town is broken down into three sections which are plowed simultaneously by different crews.  He informed everyone that the Council has struggled significantly with the 2009 budget and have spent many hours trying to get the budgets as tight as they can because of the decrease in financial support from the State. 
Councilwoman Rush-congratulated Girl Scout Troup #1176.  Having been a past Girl Scout Leader she understands the work involved in achieving the Silver Award and commended them for tackling the topic of bullying.  Councilwoman Rush informed everyone that they showed their film at Cherry Hill and Roosevelt School and many other schools and towns have requested that they come and show their film as well.  Councilwoman Rush agreed with Councilman Smith that they are under terrible financial constraints with the 2009 budget.  She continued by saying that there are many unforeseeable costs such as the rise in price for salt which our DPW needs to keep our roads clear and safe during the winter storms.  She also expressed her concern on the additional burden placed on the town because of the limited amount of money that is coming from the State.

Councilman Higgins-congratulated the Girl Scouts on their very worthwhile project and for all of the hard work that was put into previous projects leading up to the Silver Award.  Councilman Higgins commended the DPW for another fine job in clearing the roads during the storm.  He informed everyone that on March 12th, at 7:30 p.m. St. Peter’s will be hosting a workshop in personal finance to provide information and help to residents. Councilman Higgins informed everyone that there were about 14 burglaries in the apartments and Chief Cariddi informed him that the suspect has been arrested and charged with one of them and hopefully will be charged with others.
Councilwoman Walker-also congratulated the Girl Scouts and thinks is wonderful that their project is going out to other schools and communities.  Councilwoman Walker is disappointed that people feel that a passive park is a waste of money because it would add a green area to a town that is over 90% developed.  She continued by saying that all of them are well aware that if the requirements that are put upon them compromise the integrity of the town, especially from the DEP, they will say thank you but no thank you.  She feels that this is an opportunity that doesn’t come around very often and in this economy she sees it as an opportunity to acquire something for basically half the price that it was put up for on a referendum over two years ago.  She’s confident that the seven of them will act responsibly and do the right thing for the town but is also disappointed when false information and personal opinions are put out there.  Councilwoman Walker stated that she’s been working on this for over a year and still feels that it is a worthwhile project that will benefit the south end of town.

Mayor Watkins-acknowledged that she has never been a supporter of this project because she feels that even if they get grant money to acquire the property, tax payers will have to absorb the cost to maintain and police it. 
Councilman Cannon-also congratulated the Girl Scout’s on their Silver Award achievement.  Councilman Cannon thanked Councilwoman Walker for spear-heading this Green Acres project feels that she is not being short sighted but is looking at the long range future of improving River Edge.  He continued by saying that Councilwoman Walker has done due diligence in thoroughly investigating avenues that would minimize the impact and have no impact on the tax payers of River Edge.  He feels that in the long run, future residents of River Edge will be thankful they can enjoy this piece of property.
Councilwoman Fletcher-made reference to an article in the newspaper regarding a paperless environment and informed everyone that our own Borough Clerk is working very hard to be as paperless as possible and thanked her for that.  Councilwoman Fletcher stated with regret that Joe Messina was resigning as Second Lieutenant in Company #1 but welcomed Keith Mahoney as the new Lieutenant.  She congratulated Jason Kohlmann on his appointment to the Fire Department.  Councilwoman Fletcher was happy to see the resolution listed this evening expanding our interlocal coverage with Haworth and thanked the Fire Department for being a great example of working toward shared services.  Councilwoman Fletcher reminded everyone of the unification ceremony for Temple Avodat Shalom on Friday, March 6th.  She also thanked every department who applied for Open Space because the Borough did not have enough money to accommodate all the requests.  She was happy to see that the departments worked together to modify their own requests so that everyone was able to get something.  She also congratulated the Girl Scouts for their achievement.  Councilwoman Fletcher made a personal statement regarding Council business.  She believes that if Council members have something to contribute during public session they should be doing so and that Council comments are just that, they shouldn’t comment on each other and the Mayor should comment at the end.
Mayor Watkins-thanked everyone for coming up this evening and again congratulated the Girl Scouts and looks forward to seeing their movie.
