Citizens co-liaison, New Milford/River Edge Shared Services Committee,
Oradell/River Edge Shared Services Committee - extended her condolences to the
family of Ruth Smith who was the Events Coordinator and active member of SCORE
who passed away. Councilwoman Murphy thanked the DPW for their quick response to
the snow removal during the recent storm and she also reported that the Shade
Tree Commission will be meeting tomorrow.

" Councilman Acquafredda - Liaison to Beautification Committee, Ad Hoc Zoning Sub-
committee, River Edge and River Dell Scheols - reported that the River Dell Board
of Education is currently working on their budget and will be inviting the
Council’s from River Edge and Oradell to a joint session sometime in March. He




stated that the River Dell Board of Education has adopted a format of teacher
evaluation in compliance with State mandates and are also in the process on

. implementing that system. He also reported that the River Edge School Board will
be fine tuning their budget and will have a final presentation during the month
of March. Councilman Acguafredda explained some of the items that were discussed
at the Beautification Committee meeting as well as fundraising ideas.

Councilman Cappola- Liaison to Construction Code Official, Property Maintenance,
Senicor Citizens co-liaison, Historic Commission - reminded everyone that SCORE
will be having an “Afternoon at the Movies” next week and also expressed his
condolences to the family of Ruth Smith, He reported that the Historic -
Commission met in January and continued ongoing discussions on further
transcribing the oral history of River Edge and explained what a massive project
that it is. Other topics that were discussed was how much authority the
Commission actually has over designated buildings and the Master Plan as it
pertains to historic buildings and who is in charge of amending or making changes
to the plan.

Councilman Mignone ~ Liaison to Police Dept., Environmental Protection
Commigsion, Green Team, Planning Beoard, New Milford/River Edge Shared Services
Committee - reported that the Environmental Protection Commission was cancelled
for February and the Green Team will be meeting next Tuesday and they are still
in the process of obtaining recertification. He informed everyone that the
Planning Board will be meeting this Thursday to hear an application for a single
family home construction on Elm Avenue.

Councilman Bartelloni — Liaison to Recreation Commission, Traffic & Safety,
Special Events Committee, Technology Committee, Oradell Shared Services Committee
- Councilman Bartelloni announced dates for upcoming events as follows: March
23" £he Recreation Commission will host the Easter Egg Hunt in Memorial Park,
rain date will be on Sunday; March 24", the Commission will be hosting a Spring
Break Multi-$ports Camp for children ages S — 12; April 15th is opening day for
men’s softball; the River Edge Run will be held on April 20'"; REGAL opening day
will be on April 21°° and Little League opening day will be on April 22,
Councilman Bartelloni encouraged everyone to check the website to confirm the
date and time for these events. Councilman Bartelloni stated that Councilman
Acquafredda has been added to the Technology Committee and basically, as part of
the budget process, they are looking at the computers that the Borough currently
has as well as the infrastructure such as the servers, WiFi, etc.

Councilman Papaleo — Liaison to Fire/Fire Prevention, Social Services, River Edge
Alliance Against Alcchol & Drugs - reported that the Alliance has been awarded
59,876.00 for 2013 and they are in the process of meeting with organizations who
are requesting funding for the coming year. Be also reported that most of the
funding will go to help students at the Junior and Senicr High School.
_Councilman Papaleo reported that the Governor is requiring that all Alliances
throughout the State must attend at least two meetings this year in order to
receive funding next year and thanked Alan Negreann for attending the first
meeting which will be in Parsippany. Councilman Papaleo reported on the fire
calls and the type of incidents that the Fire Department responded to which
totaled 44. Councilman Papaleo also reperted on several nmutual aid calls that
they responded te as well as a motor vehicle accident that Engine #2 was involved
in. He reported that the members of the Fire Department would like to thank the
Mayor for showing up at both firehouses at a recent weather alert. He stated
that the two members who were involved in the accident thanked him for reaching
out to make sure that they were alright.

§ 416-4, titled “Pefinitions and Word Usage,” paragraph B, is amended to
add the following definition:

CWELLING - DUPLEX

A building designed for or intended-to contain not more than two
(2) dwelling units arranged side by side with a common party wall, with
no dwelling units being above or below each other, and each dwelling
unit having separate front and rear or side access to the outside.

Section IT:

Schedule I of the Zoning Ordinance titled “Schedule of Zoning District
Use Regulations” is amended to add “Duplex Residential Buildings” as a
permitted conditional use only in.Block 213, Lots 1 through 21.

Section III:
There shall be added a new § 416-36.2 as follows:
8 416-36.2 Duplex Housing District.

A. Duplex residential development shall be a permitted
conditicnal use in Block 213, Lots 1 through 21, provided that the
proposed use complies with the conditions and standards contained herein
and upon issuance of an authorization therefor from the appropriate
approving authority.

B. Procedure. Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-1 et seg., the
Planning Board may grant conditional uses as herein permitted.
Application for a conditional use site plan shall be made in accordance
with procedures set forth in Chapter 350, and the Planning Board shall
act on the application in accordance with sdid procedures. In reviewing
an application for any conditional use as herein provided, the Board may
impose such conditions and safeguards as it deems appropriate with
respect to, amceng other matters, the minimizing of traffic congestion by
appropriate arrangements of entrances and exits to assure public safety,
Requirements for conditional uses shall take precedence over any
‘regulations for the zone in which saild use is located. Said conditional
use reguirements shall be as follows:

(1) Use. Any duplex residence propesed under this Sectien
shall contain not more than twe {2) dwelling units arranged side
by side with a commen party wall, with no dwelling units being
above or below each other, and each dwelling unit having separate
front and rear or side access to the outside.

(2) Bulk Reguirements.
{a) Minimum lot area shall be: 7,500 square feet.
(b} Mipimum lot width shall be: 70 feet.

{c) Minimum lot depth shall be: 100 feet.

{d) Minimum front yard shall be: 30 feet.

{e} Minimum side yard shall be: 10 feet each.

{f} Minimum rear yard shall be: 20 feet.

(9] Maximum lot coverage shall be: 30% of totallsite
area.

{h) Maximum improved lot coverage shall be: 50% of

total site area.
(3) Building Requirements.

(a) Maximum height shall be: 2 s stories and 30 feet
inclusive of garage elevation which shall be treated as one story.

(4) The number of parking spaces shall be two {2) for each
dwelling unit, including the garage.

(5) Driveways Requirements

(a) The curb cut or driveway depression shall not be
greater than 32 feet in width.




(b} No more than one curb cut shall be permitted for
servicing both duplex units. ’

) (c) The paved driveway servicing each duplex unit
shall not exceed 18 feet in width and shall terminate 8 feet or
more from the side lot lines.

(d) The paved driveways shall be divided by a
landscape median not less than 3.0 ft. in width and shall run the
length of the driveways terminating at the front property line.

(6) Development subject to applicable Borough ordinances,
Any development in the Zone.District shall be subject. to all
applicable ordinances of the Borough of River Edge., Where there
is any conflict between the provisions of this section and the
provisions of the Site Plan Ordinance and/or the Land Subdivision
Ordinance, the provisions of this section shall prevail.

Section IV:

All ordinances inconsistent with the provisions cof this ordinance are
hereby repealed as tc any such inconsistencies only.

If any provision of this ordinance is found to be invalid, for any
reason, by the final judgment of a court of competent jurisdiction, the
invalidity of such portion shall not effect the remaining provisions of this
ordinance, which shall be severable therefrom.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Councilwoman Murphy, Councilman Acguafredda, Councilman
Cappola, Councilman Mignone, Councilman Bartelloni and Councilman Papaleo
voted yes.

Liz Davis-291 Monroe Avenue-stated that she has worked with Joe Caleca for the
past few years and feels that he’s a man of utmost integrity and the homes that
he has renovated and rebuilt in the area have been high quality and are an
enhancement to the neighborheoods.. She commended the Council for taking this
ordinance very seriously and feels that there weren’t any favors extended to Mr.
Caleca as was stated in letters that have been circulated by residents, Ms.
Davis stated that Mr. Caleca has gone through the complete process, which has
taken months and feels that the Council, as well as the Planning Beard has done
their due diligence. She gave several explanations regarding many misconceptions
that have been circulated by residents. She feels .that this ordinance will
attract investors who are willing to invest in the revitalization of Park Avenue.
She explained that the rejection of this ordinance will not preserve the views of
the river and will not result in homes that match the existing the housing stock.
She continued to say that in the near term, it could actually bring more children
to sechools, congestion to the area and result in larger structures on lots with
less aesthetic appeal. She is confident that the Mayor and Council will do
what’s in the best interest of Park Avenue and River Edge,

Bmory Hartman-821 Park Avenue-stated that Ms. Davis’ statements reflect her own
opinion and she doesn’t agree with her statements at all. She feels that these
duplex structures will be a detriment tec the area and also feels that the
residents who signed the petition have been ignored.

Jim Anastos, 818 Park Avenue-stated that Ms. Davis has a financial interest
vested in Lhis project and totally agrees with Mrs. Hartman’s comments. He asked
if anyone has done a financial comparison as teo how this would benefit the town?
He thinks that this would be good information to have. He is net in favor of the
duplexes being built.

Councilman Mignone-explained that when Mr. Caleco’s planner first came in, he did
provide a financial analysis but doesn’t remember the details at this time. He
remembers being told that the two duplexes would be a more reascnable tax burden
to the owner relative to the value of the property.

Mayor Moscaritolo arrived at 8:45 p.m.

Patricia Bradley-52 Washington Avenue-spoke cut against the propesal of re-zoning
Park Avenue because there has been an inability in town to sell new housing stock
and she doesn‘t want to see high density housing. As a commuter who uses the
train, she explained that traffic congestion already exists on Park Avenue and
the ‘side streets and would hate to see it get worse. She doesn’t feel that re-
zoning will make the homes in the neighborhood more valuable and urges the Mayor
and Council to seriously consider not passing this ordinance. Mrs. Bradley
stated that she thinks the Mayor and Council should focus on revitalizing the
commercial properties on Kinderkamack Road which in turn will help with the tax
problem.

Karl Hartman-821 Park Avenue-stated that Mr. Caleca came and spoke with them to
make his case but he and his wife still strongly oppose it because they don't
feel that it would be an improvement to the neighborhood. He doesn’t think that
anyone will want to buy new ceonstruction and be willing to pay over $14,000 in
property taxes.

Victor Vitale-42 Washington Avenue-is also opposed to multi-family homes being
built in the neighborhood. He’s put quite a bit on money in his single family
home which he considers to be an investment to the community. He's concerned
that while Mr. Caleca’s homes are very nice, down the road there may be another
builder who puts something up that’s not so appealing. He stated that there is
no guarantee from the Council that the quality will remain the same down the
road.




Geraldine Garcia-839 Park Avenue-lives directly across from the property that Mr.
Caleca owns and feels that this ordinance will directly affect the entire street,
not just one lot. She doesn’t feel that there is any benefit to the town and to
the surrounding residents because she feels it will impact the schools and cause
traffic congesticon. Mrs. Garcia asked the Mayor and Council to reconsider this
for the neighborhood. !

Jim Miller-885 Park Avenue-felt that the petition that they presented should have
been listed on the agenda and feels that it’s the Council’s réspensibility to
take into consideration the people who will be most affected by this project. He
feels that there’s nc guarantee that construction of new homes wen’t affect the
school system and traffic congestion and is also concerned that if the homes
don't sell, they will become rentals. Mr. Miller alsc brought up the proposed
parking lot on Grove Street which could also increase traffic congestion to that
area. He also feels that the Mayor and Council should focus on bringing in and
revitalizing commercial properties instead of worrying about Park Avenue.

Michael Krey-879 Park Avenue-asked for clarification regarding the 70 foot
frontage that is stated in the ordinance and also asked how many properties meet
that requirement. :

Ccuncilman Mignone-replied twelve.

Michael Krey-stated that it's hard te imagine that their property values weould go
up as a result of potentially 24 duplex units going in on Park Avenue. He feels
that many of the residents here tonight live in. homes that are not in need of
revitalization and is concerned that they will be paying the freight for the
zoning change. He hopes that the Mayor and Council will take the concerns of the
residents inteo consideration before making this decision,

David Rabinowitz-44 Gates Avenue-stated that the Zoning Board has given him a
hard time when he wanted tc put a deck on and finds it unsettling that the Mayor
and Council would even consider re-zoning the area which already has traffic
issues and would negatively impact the residents who hawve been living there for
many years.

Mayor Mescaritolo-informed everyone that the procedure will be that the proposed
ordinance will go back to the Planning Board for their approval, disapproval or
suggested changes and once that 1s done it will come back tc the Mayor and
Council for a public hearing and final adopticon. He expects that at the Planning
Board hearing, there may be testimony from our Planner, Borcugh Engineer, someone
from Police Department to address traffic and noise issues and the Tax Assessor
to explain impact on property wvalues. After the Council receives that
information, they will be able to make an informed final decision.

CLOSE HEARING OF THE PUBLIC -

Motion by Councilwoman Murphy, seconded by Councilman Mignone to close
hearing of the public.

ROLL CALL VOTE: Councilwoman Murphy, Councilman Acquafredda, Councilman
Cappola, Councilman Mignone, Ceouncilman Bartelloni and Councilman Papaleo
voted yes.

CQUNCIYL, COMMENTS -

Councilman Papaleo-stated that after listening to the pros and cons of this
ordinance from the public, he feels that this is how good government works and he
thanked everyone for being respectful of different opinicns.

Councilman Bartelloni-thanked everyone for coming and also feels that the meeting
tonight is a lesson in democracy and how it works. Councilman Bartelloni stated
that regardless of how everyone wvoted, they have the best interest of the Borough
at heart because we all live here and want the best for cur community. What he
found disturbing was that the Mayor and Council have been accused of trying to
hide scmething or schedule this topic for a meeting that would have a small
turncut which simply was not true. He wanted to make clear that the Governing
Body as a whele, has nothing but the best interest of the community at heart. He
again thanked everyone for coming and being part of the discussion.

Councilman Mignone-agreed with Councilman Bartelloni’s statement and understands
that this type of issue brings out a lot of emotion on both sides. He stated
that before making an important decision such as this, he takes everything into
consideration. He doesn’t feel that this is spot zoning and would cause a
traffic nightmare. He continued to say that at the end of the day, if he feels
that the benefit the town overall is greater than the concern of the
neighborhood, he’s not sure if he weculd support this in the end. Cecuncilman
Mignone also feels that Mr. Caleca has every right' to come before the Council to
petition this zoning change the same as the residents who are petitioning to not
have it.

Councilman Cappola-also thanked everyene for coming and speaking out and also
assured the residents that he has done research on this topic and will not take
the decision lightly. He echoed Councilman Bartelleni's comments that they all
live in town and want what’s best for the community.

Councilman Acquafredda-alse thanked the residents in the affected ar¢a for coming




up and speaking this evening. He hopes in the upcoming vetting process of this
ordinance, they can find.a way that they're not infringing ovr first amendment
rights and somehow safeguard future developments.

Councilwonan Murphy-also thanked everycne for coming and sharing their opinions.
She addressed the topic of overcrowded schools that has been brought up several
times and shared several facts explaining that there is still adequate space.
Councilwoman Murphy also brought up an article in the Record reporting that
families are choosing cities over suburbs and that in Bergen County, there are
6,000 fewer children that it had in the year 2000.

Mayor Moscaritolo-thanked. everyone for coming and understands that this is an
emotionally charged issue regarding neighborhoods and the desire to protect
gquality of life. The Mayor assured everyone that they are locking at this issue
closely and will have a hearing where professionals are in attendance to give
facts and expertise instead of speculation.
