Mr. Barrett – The refuse areas we came up with a solution to the problem.  I have sketches mark as A-5.  They are going to be located to the north and to the south of building 230.
it is further to the east.  We are also purposing a 3rd area, which would be to the east of the wall, that appears in front of the development.  This is to reduce the amount of trash that would be put in the two areas.  There were discussions with the neighbors and certain improvements that were planned, which were commented upon last month by Mr. Costa, which sets forth both the improvements in the borough owned easement as well as improvement which we have offered to make to the neighbor’s property if they are desirous in having us to that.  The improvements include replacement of their driveway with brick pavers and we do need their permission.  We would relocate of replace certain trees that are on the easement.  It has come to my attention that the borough’s streetscape currently ends to the property south of his development.  In the event we were able to secure an approval he would like to have the opportunity to complete the streetscape so that it would be complete from Main Street all the way up to the northern portion of his development.  We would like to do that because we are going to be building from east to west.
After the Certificates of Occupancy are issued we would include in our Performance guarantee the cost of those improvements and I would expect that Mr. Neiss would make any part of the Developers Agreement that the performance guarantees would not be released until such time that the work was completed with all of the other work.

Mr. Neiss – I will mark Mr. Costa’s drawing as A-6, prepared by Mr. Costa dated March 15, 2012 revised – 3 sheets.

Mr. Barrett – The installation of some drainage on the northern boundary line, we will do that.

Mr. Hubschmann – We presented on the sketch was to move that 2 dumpster areas in the parking lot was to move those back to the side of the building and construct an enclosure around 6 foot high that would match the building.  On the streetscape we show in front of our property we are adding the sidewalk and the brick pavers and the tree wells and the lights and we would continue that 200 feet.  

Mr. Nyman – The proposed refuse area that is on the west side is not going to be visible from the street itself.
